DAY 1: NAIROBI - OL PEJETA CONSERVANCY

Today, you will awake to the exotic birdcalls in a magical new world with the whiff of Kenyan serenity.
We will meet at 7:00am for a safari briefing before we take a drive to the famous Ol Pejeta Conservancy.
We will arrive at camp with enough time to settle in before lunch with a little time to relax before we
head out for our first game drive between 1500hrs to 1830hrs. Host to all the members of the ‘Big Five'
(elephant, rhino, lion, buffalo and leopard), the conservancy has a higher wildlife-to-area ratio than any
Kenyan national park and is one of only four private game conservancies to have been founded in
Kenya. At the forefront of the Kenyan conservancy program, the conservancy boasts the largest black
rhino sanctuary in East Africa, hosts the only chimpanzee sanctuary in Kenya, and shelters large




numbers of rare and endangered species. Your luxury camp is a sheltered oasis, clustered around a
water hole and set in the pristine calm of the private Ol Pejeta Conservancy; Sweetwaters Serena
Camp offers a charming blend of under-canvas ambiance and Kenyan safari luxury.

Check out and leave
Ol Pejeta Conservancy for Lake Naivasha. We will arrive at Lake Naivasha with enough time to settle in
before lunch with a little time to relax before we head out for a boat ride that takes you to the Crescent
Island for a once in a lifetime “walk with the animals”. A haven for birders, Lake Naivasha is at the
highest point in the Great Rift Valley, and one of the best ways to view the wildlife here is by boat. More
than 400 species of birds have been spotted here, including African fish eagles. Hippos slosh in the
water, and giraffes, zebra, buffalo, and eland graze around the edges of the lake. Keep a lookout for
colobus monkeys in the canopies too.

We will
arrive at the camp with enough time to settle in before lunch with a little time to relax before we head
out for our evening game drive between 1600hrs to 1830hrs. Masai Mara is one of the lushest reserves
in Africa and is globally renowned for the Great Migration when thousands of wildebeest, zebra, and
Thomson's gazelle travel to and from the Serengeti, from July through October. In the Mara River,
throngs of hippos and crocodiles lurk.
